In 2008, Hannah Chapman Dixon was elected Chairperson of the Bessie Coleman Foundation, (BCF) Inc. Board of Directors.  Upon joining BCF, [image: image1.jpg]


she initially served as Membership Chairperson, and later as the organization’s Vice President.  She is dedicated to BCF’s purpose which is “to be a major participant in promoting aviation, aerospace, and the legacy of Bessie Coleman so that all interested individuals may realize their full potential.”  

Dixon is responsible for the February 1997 naming of the Bessie Coleman Avenue at the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), William J. Hughes Technical Center in Atlantic City, NJ.  She was also instrumental in the naming of the Amelia Earhart roadway at the Technical Center in Atlantic City, NJ.  Following the historic street dedications, it was noted in news accounts, “the Technical Center is the only place that Bessie Coleman meets Amelia Earhart.” Dixon also participated in the naming of the Bessie Coleman Parkway at the Tampa International Airport.  
She retired from the Federal Aviation Administration as a Computer Specialist Lead responsible for the test program that performs the analysis of an Air Traffic Control (ATC) communications system.   Her testing performance focused on the FAA’s Standard Terminal Automation Replacement System relative to its upgrading and modernization.

Dixon served two terms as National Public Affairs Chairperson for the National Black Coalition of Federal Aviation Employees (NBCFAE) prior to becoming NBCFAE’s Membership Chairperson.  In 1996, she was elected to two terms as the organization’s National Vice President.  She is currently serving a fourth term as NBCFAE’s National Public Affairs Chairperson. She has managed and worked on several NBCFAE committees and programs that have been instrumental in the distribution of over 100k in scholarships and grants to minority students and introduced thousands of youth to aviation careers.

She is a Commissioner on South Carolina’s Darlington County Voter Registration and Election Board, Board Director, Zonta International, Myrtle Beach Club, First Vice President of the Darlington Branch, NAACP and the Darlington High School, Parent Teachers Association.  She is past President of the Atlantic City Board of Education and was named the first New Jersey Department of Commerce, “NJ Woman of the Year” that included a Hannah Dixon Day in the State of New Jersey.
