During my first college semester, I decided I would begin to do for others, what you all have done for 
me. So I teamed up with three other freshmen at different colleges (we met as high school seniors in 
the Men of Tomorrow Program) and we decided to establish a non-profit foundation to award 
scholarships and mentor young men in elementary, middle and high school.  

We submitted our application for incorporation in the state of Florida and are awaiting its approval. 
After it’s approved, we’ll turn in our application for 501(c)(3) tax exempt status as a non-profit 
organization. August 2008 is when we expect to officially become a non-profit, incorporated 
foundation. In the meantime, we’ve committed to awarding our first scholarship during our freshman 
year, regardless of whether we‘ve gotten our tax exempt status.  

 A lot of discussion and thought went into who the first scholarship recipient would be. We decided 
that it will be a high school senior participating in the current Men of Tomorrow Program. We intend 
to show--by our actions—to all the current and future participants in that program, that they can--and 
we challenge them to--make a difference in this world within one year of graduating high school. 

We haven’t set up any fundraisers yet. So worst case, we’ll award whatever the four of us can 
contribute out of our pockets. But best case, all the people who have supported us and believe in us 
will make donations and we’ll award an substantial scholarship. Either way, we’ll achieve our goal. 

The Men of Tomorrow Program holds its scholarship banquet on April 19th. So I’d like to ask if you 
would contribute to our foundation by April 17th.
